	Our key objectives are to ensure that all pupils, regardless of their background, make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. 
Serving one of the most deprived schools nationally, we ensure that all children are given the support to achieve their full potential.
We will consider the challenges also faced by other vulnerable pupils, such as those who have social workers and young carers. The activity outlined in this statement is intended to also support their needs, regardless of whether or not, they are disadvantaged.
We will commit to:
· Having high aspirations and expectations for all children, regardless of whether or not they are disadvantaged
· Challenging disadvantaged pupils with the work they are set
·  Acting early to intervene where necessary
· Supporting children’s mental health to ensure good emotional wellbeing and resilience
· Improving outcomes for all children
· Developing children’s spoken language and oracy skills
· Narrowing the gap between disadvantaged children and their counterparts
· Increasing children’s confidence in order to ‘have a go’


Challenges

	1
	Baseline data and assessments throughout the school have highlighted that many pupils have underdeveloped language skills and vocabulary gaps. 

	2
	Internal data indicates that reading, writing and maths attainment among disadvantaged pupils is below that of non-disadvantaged pupils.

	3
	Our data shows a higher than average rate of mobility of children eligible for PP – these include those who are new to school/ local area/country. This impacts on resources to support the induction process, including staff time. 

	4
	Our assessments and observations evidence that the well-being of many of our disadvantaged pupils have been impacted by historic partial school closures to a greater extent than for other pupils (this is supported by national studies). This has resulted in more significant wellbeing / pastoral and mental health needs.

	Observations and discussions with pupils' evidence that the majority have limited experiences beyond their immediate environment and little cultural capital experiences. This impacts on pupils' understanding of elements of the curriculum and further on language and communication.

Part B: Review of the previous academic year
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	We have analysed our school’s disadvantaged pupils during the previous academic year, drawing and national assessment data and our own internal data.
Our Year 1 cohort of 50 children last year consisted of 26% disadvantaged, 82% EAL, and 20% SEND. Out of the 13 children classed as disadvantaged, 77% passed the phonics screening compared with 70% of our non-disadvantaged pupils, demonstrating that the school is working to ensure that being disadvantaged is not a barrier to learning for these children.
Data for KS2 suggests that there was no significant difference between the performance of disadvantaged and non-disadvantaged children.
Moving forwards with the new Pupil-Premium strategy plan, we want to continue to support attainment of all pupils, but particularly those that are disadvantaged, to ensure better progress is made for these children and that they achieve age related expectations.
